Rooster pastitsada
is an authentic Greek dish and your next cooking challenge. All you have to do is
follow our chef’s recipe and tips, and success is yours.

INGREDIENTS:

FOR THE PASTA

500 gr flour type 00
200 gr egg yolk
20 gr egg white

FILLING

1 kg free-range rooster
2 kg tomatoes, grated

2 onions, finely chopped
2 cloves of garlic, finely chopped
Powder of 2 cloves
Powder of 2 allspices

5 gr ground cinnamon
10 gr spicy paprika

10 gr sweet paprika

100 gr olive oil

Salt, pepper, sugar

REFINING

100 gr parmesan cheese

50 gr parsley

10 gr truffle oil

Gruyere foam

500 gr heavy cream

200 gr Gruyere (or graviera) cheese
Salt

White pepper

INSTRUCTIONS

Sauté the rooster over medium heat until
caramelized and remove from heat. Sauté
the onions over low heat until golden, add
the garlic and cook for 2 more minutes to
release their oils. Add the tomatoes and set
aside for 10 minutes to lose some moisture.
Add spices, salt and pepper, and some sugar.
Place the rooster in the pot and then in the
oven at 180 for 1 hour or until cooked. When
cooked, allow it fo reach a warm temperature
and then shred the rooster, drain any excess
juice and mix the rooster with the sauce,
parmesan, truffle oil and parsley. Season to
taste.

PASTA

Add all the ingredients in a mixer and mix at
a low speed. Remove and knead the dough
with your hands until it is firm and shiny. Al-
low to rest for 4 hours. Roll out the pasta into
thin sheets using a pasta-maker and cut it
with aring mould to make the tortellini. Place

the filling in the middle of the pasta, egg
wash the edges and fold it to into tortellini or
ravioli. Let the tortellini dry for 10 minutes.

GRUYERE FOAM

Heat the heavy cream over medium heat until
it reduces in half. Add the grated Gruyere
cheese and stir the whole time so that it
doesn’t stick to the bottom of the pot. When
completely combined, mix with a hand mixer,
add salt and pepper and pass through a
sieve, just in case any lumps were formed.
Place in a siphon with two chargers of N2O.

TO SERVE

Boil the fresh pasta for 6 minutes. Place
some sauce and the tortellini on a serving
plate. Fill the gaps with gruyere foam. If
you're feeling gourmet, you can also grate
some fresh truffle over your dish.

MUSEUMS WORTH VISITING

ARCHAEOLOGICAL MUSEUM

It is located near the Old Port and was built in 1902. The
original neoclassical building assumed its present island
form in 1934, and the large, eastern hall, was added in 1972.
The museum exhibits a large number of vases, ranging from
the prehistoric to the late Hellenistic period (25th - 1st
century BC), grave statues, stelae and funerary urns from
Rheneia, and very few finds from Mykonos.

FOLKLORE MUSEUM

A stone’s throw from the famous Paraportiani Church, in the
Kastro area, you will find the Folklore Museum, housed in

a listed sea captain’s house. There are six main exhibition
halls which house collections of antique furniture, Byzantine
icons, Folkloric ceramics, historical commemorative plates,
decorative prints and gravures, as well as embroidered and
hard-woven fabrics, locks and keys, weights and measures,
a lovely collection of model boats, and other historical
artefacts. There are also important archives of manuscripts
and printed matter, photographs, maps and a significant
library.

LENA'S HOUSE

An additional annexe to the Folklore Museum, Lena’s house
is located in Chora, on Enoplon Dynameon Street, and it
was named after its last homeowner, Lena Scrivanou. It is

a charmingly preserved, authentic 19th-century Mykonian
middle-class dwelling, which is completely furnished and
equipped with antique furniture and house utensils, ready to
take you on a frip down memory lane! Here, you will also find
mirrors, embroidery, paintings and functional or decorative
objects in their natural position.

BONI'S WINDMILL OR
AGRICULTURAL MUSEUM

This is also an annexe to the Folklore Museum and it is
located in Chora offering visitors the opportunity to see

up close the inside of old windmills and explore their
operation. Boni's old windmill is a grand three-storey
cylindrical building. On the first floor you will see the area
where the flour was weighed, the second floor is where they
stored supplies and on the last floor you will see the mill.

AEGEAN MARITIME MUSEUM

You will find it in the heart of Chora, next to Lena’s house,
in Three Wells neighbourhood. Ancient navigational
instruments, model ships, and antique maps, as well as
rare coins, tell the story of the country’s nautical past.
The museum garden exhibits the original Armenistis
Lighthouse, which dates back to 1890 and adorned

the homonymous cape until 1983, as well as the
“Evangelistria” ship, which during the summer is berthed
at the old port.

ARCHAEOLOGICAL MUSEUM OF DELOS

It is considered one of the most important museums,
especially for the history of ancient Greek sculpture, and
it is located on the sacred island of Delos. The present
exhibition includes nine halls, six of them exhibit statues
and reliefs found in Delos, constituting one of the most
important archaeological collections in the world. Two
halls include pottery ranging from prehistoric to late
Hellenistic times, and the last one contains various
objects of everyday life found in private houses of Delos.
However, the exhibition is not yet complete. Among other
things, it is worth taking a look at the statue of Artemis,
the mosaic floors, and the statue of Apollo.
